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Paula welcomed everyone and turned the meeting over John.

John started with the PIP:

· 10/07 – Change Order #15 (NAS/PAS Interface) submitted to the FCC.

· 10/07 – Modified NAS to permit a NAS user to request the NANPA Login Administrator to change their NAS username in anticipation of the NAS/PAS interface.

· Training in 10/07 on new ACD (BIRRDS) functionality for scheduling disconnects and expedited disconnects.

· 10/07 – Posted updated NRUF Form 502 to the NANPA website and updated associated instructions.

· 11/07 – Provided additional details to the staff concerning the slip by two quarters in the exhaust date for the KY 270 NPA.

· 11/07 – Service provider NAS NRUF training on November 8 and November 14, 2007.

· Issue 554: Amendment to Section 6.5 of the 900 NXX Code Assignment Guidelines was accepted and put into initial closure at INC96.  The 900 NXX Assignment Guidelines are expected to be updated on 11/16/07.
No emails from the complaint process on the website.

Beth Sprague covered the Code Admin matrix.

One code reject.  The carrier, to whom NANPA had attempted to assign the code, informed NANPA that another carrier was using it for high/mass volume NXXs.  NANPA has marked that NXX in their system so it will not be assigned in the future.

On the NAS enhancement regarding the changing of NAS usernames, it became apparent that it will be easier if the usernames in NAS & PAS are the same.  In the past, if a user wanted to change their NAS username, the Login Administrator needed to disable the old username and the user had to re-register.

Nancy Fears covered the Other Resources matrix.

The NRUF matrix was covered by Al Cipparone.

Wayne Milby and Joe Cocke reported on the NPA Relief Planning activities.

Eastern Region:

For October 2007

· Eight performance measurements were due in October and they were all completed on time.

· We responded to all voicemail and email messages within one business day.

· The AL 256 jeopardy meeting was held on October 4, 2007.  Rationing was set at 3 codes per month and 20 codes were set aside for the PA with a trigger to meet again when the number drops to 10 or less.

· The IPD was distributed on October 4th for the AL 256 relief meeting scheduled for November 8th.

· NANPA visited with the WV PSC on October 9th and provided training on numbering to the staff and commissioners.

· AL PSC issued order on October 9th for the implementation of additional pooling authority for the AL 256 NPA

· On October 17th the VA SCC issued order of dismissal for the second phase of the VA 540 NPA three-way split.

· The AL 256 NPA relief planning meeting was held on November 8, 2007.  Sixteen companies were represented on the call and they came to consensus to recommend an overlay to the AL PSC.  A meeting to approve the draft minutes and draft filing will be held on December 6, 2007.

· On November 9, 2007 the Kentucky PSC issued an order changing the start of permissive dialing for the KY 270/364 split from July 1, 2008 to January 1, 2009.  Planning Letter 371 was published on November 12, 2007 notifying everyone of this change.
