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The Standing Monthly NANPA/NOWG Meeting Agenda was followed and facilitated by John Manning.

Process Improvement Plan (PIP) Review

Updated the NOWG on the highlighted items.

 A NAS survey was done with users on CO Code functionality in NAS.  Sent to over 370 users that had been using NAS since May 2004.  68 responded.  NANPA wanted to know how the users rated the importance and satisfaction of functionality.  

A PowerPoint presentation was presented.

NANPA Complaints

A formal complaint was issued by QWEST regarding a code that was disconnected with existing ports.  The complaint, and resolution was discussed.  QWEST is pleased with the conclusion.

Also discussed a complaint (non-formal) sent to NANPA from Verizon Wireless.  They had applied for block with the PAS and were told they had no NRUF on file. They did have an NRUF on file.  NANPA determined there was a problem with large NRUF submission files being sent to PAS.  NANPA took the action and corrected the problem.  This will be monitored by NANPA.

CO Code Administration

The red light rule has been implemented effective November 1st.  Although not yet approved by FCC, NANPA is using the Change Order #2 solution.

The CO Code metrics were reviewed.  All were met with the exception of 1 application being worked in 10 business days.  There were no questions from the NOWG.

There was a report given of Other Numbering Resources, all metrics were met.

NAS

Covered in other reports

Numbering Resource Utilization/Forecasting (NRUF) System

Reviewed NRUF metrics.  Ongoing NRUF will show, broken out, how many submissions are via web, FTP and email.

The missing utilization measurement was sent out late because of potential errors in NAS.  Anomalies not sent because of the same reason.

NPA Relief Planning

Very little to report this month.  Some noteworthy comments:  A CLEC is challenging the assignment 503 NPAs for only the coastal rate centers and not being able to be used in the overlay area.  There are now 61 NXXs remaining (where there were less then 20 when the overlay was implemented).  There may be a Commission docket to relook at this item.  There are new Commissioners now, and they need to be brought up to date.

The FCC has still not given approval to post the new exhaust figures of the NANP.

NANP Administration Process/Procedures 

Tom Foley discussed the LERG/NAS OCN discrepancies.  Before moving to the NAS system, there were 401 discrepancies.  As of 7/1/ 04 there were 604, and as of 11/1/04 there were 832.  It continues to go up.  He will continue to monitor and will notify carriers of these discrepancies if he is in discussion with them regarding other matters.

There hasn’t been another INC since our last call.  Change order 4 was submitted.  The FCC denied the change order because it is in conflict of the current NRO rulemaking.  The NRO rule would need to be revised.  NANPA has no plans to initiate anything with the FCC.

The NANPA recently updated their Binder of Decisional Principals.

Number Conservation Activities/Special Projects

Nothing to report

There were no action items.
