The agenda was reviewed and approved.  

The meeting minutes sent out by Jim Castagna on 9/26/03 will be sent to John Manning for posting.  The meeting notes from the 10/2/03 meeting were sent out to the NOWG today for review.

The contact list was reviewed and several updates were given to Karen R.  

ACTION ITEM:  Karen R. will send the updated list back to Karen M. and Jim complete

The draft of the NANPA Performance Survey was reviewed.  Karen R. made some modifications to the introduction letter.  It was agreed with NANPA that the NANPA survey should be for the calendar year, even though the contract isn’t.  It will be less confusing to the Industry.

ACTION ITEM:  Jim will send the NANPA survey to NANPA for review.  Karen will send the survey to NARUC for their review.  They will ask to have all comments by October 17, 2003

The survey will be sent to NANPA and the NARUC for review.  Then the survey will be presented at the November NANC for approval.  

Further discussion with NANPA regarding the NAS users group will convene after NAS user acceptance testing.

Review of Jim C’s contribution regarding the reservation of NPA codes.  There was discussion on whether more detailed reservation and assignment process information needs to be included in the INC guidelines.

ACTION ITEM:  Jim will draft an email to be sent to the NOWG and then to John Manning to ask him to relook at the guidelines and see if they need to be updated.

Reviewed Beth’s contribution.  It seems as though the Thousand Block Pooling Guidelines have not been updated in the glossary to define the latest FCC definition of a reserved number.

ACTION ITEM:  Paula Hustead will send an email to the Thousand Block Pooling Co-chairs regarding updating the definition.

Discussion regarding the NANPA/PA performance review schedule.  Because of the delay in getting the approval for the PA survey, Jim will revise the time line.  The NOWG will review and a decision will be made by October 21, 2003 on whether the approval to do the PA has come through or the NANPA performance review needs to be done first (or the survey sent out at a minimum).

ACTION ITEM:  Jim to revise the time line to show 2 different scenarios, one with doing the PA first and one with doing the NANPA first.
