Observations
Total assignments 2003 YTD are 2,482 codes.  Net assignments 2003 YTD are were 1,139 codes.  This compares with 5,554 for the first eight months of 2002 for total assignments and 2,555 net assignments. 

Summary of Central Office Code Categories
The following are the definitions of the code categories included on the CO Code Activity Report. 

Requests – Sum of all the different categories of code requests by month.

Assignments – Quantity of CO code applications (i.e., the Part 1 Request form of the CO code (NXX) Assignment Guidelines) that resulted in the assignment of a code to a service provider.

Changes – Quantity of CO code applications that resulted in a change in the information associated with a code assignment.  Per the CO Code Assignment Guidelines, service providers submit a Part 1 Request form with the appropriate changes. 

Denials – Quantity of CO code applications that were denied assignment of a code because they failed to meet the criteria for assignment as prescribed by the CO Code Assignment Guidelines. 

Cancel– Quantity of CO code applications requesting NANPA to either cancel or withdraw a previous assignment request.

Disconnects – Quantity of CO code applications requesting NANPA to disconnect an assigned code.  Codes that are returned to NANPA are included in this category.

Reservations – Quantity of code applications requesting and receiving a code reservation per the CO Code Assignment Guidelines.  Applicants receiving a code reservation must submit a Part 1 Request form at the time they want the code to be assigned to them.

NPA Relief Planning Report

Status of NPA Codes Exhausting Within 36 Months (attached report)

The NPA Relief Planning report has been modified to reflect only those NPAs that are projected to exhaust within 36 months.  Previous reports continued to show NPAs that were at one point in time projected to exhaust within 36 months but the exhaust date was subsequently changed such that exhaust was beyond the 36-month interval.  As a result, the attached report has been significantly reduced to show only those area codes with exhaust dates within 36 months.

There are four NPAs currently projected to exhaust within the next 12 months.  A summary of their relief planning status is provided below:

· CA 310 – As of September 16, 2003, there were 8 NXX codes available for assignment.  Rationing is at 2 codes every other month.  

· CA 909 - As of September 16, 2003, there were 9 NXX codes available for assignment (one NXX code was assigned in August).  Rationing is at 2 codes every month.  An updated relief plan was submitted to the CPUC by NANPA in June 2002.

· IL 815 – As of September 16, 2003, there were 63 codes available for assignment.  Rationing is set at 5 codes per month.  A relief plan (overlay) has been filed with the ICC.

· MS 601 – As September 16, 2003, there were 88 codes available for assignment.  Rationing is at 6 codes per month.  Pooling was implemented in July 2003.  A relief plan (overlay) has been filed with the PSC.

Changes to June 2003 NPA Exhaust Forecasts 

As noted previously in NANPA reports to the NANC, NANPA monitors CO code assignment rates in all NPA codes and will make adjustments to a projected NPA exhaust date if necessary.  Items that may impact the projected exhaust date include a reduction in CO code demand, the assignment or return of a large quantity of codes, or the implementation of CO rationing.  When changes are made by NANPA to an NPA code exhaust date, NANPA posts that change to the NANPA web page (found under ‘NPA Relief Planning’ and ‘Latest NRUF Results.’)  NANPA also contacts the state commission and addresses any questions the affected state commission may have.  A copy of the latest report is below.

Withdrawal of NPA Relief Petitions

· With concurrence from the TRA of Tennessee, NANPA facilitated a meeting on September 9, 2003 and the industry reached consensus to withdraw the NPA 615 relief petition.  

· The Pennsylvania PUC entered an order on August 1, 2003 to dismiss the NPA 570 relief petition.  The PUC dismissed the NPA 717 relief petition in the same order.  Also, the PUC rescinded the previously adopted implementation schedule for the 445 NPA overlay.  It directed NANPA to reclaim the NPA and place it in a ‘reserved’ status until circumstances warrant its assignment in relief of the 215/267 area codes.

· With concurrence from the New Jersey BPU, NANPA will facilitate a meeting on September 29 to discuss withdrawal of the NPA 609, 856 and 908 relief petitions.

Grandfathered Central Office Codes

At the May 2003 NANC meeting, NANPA took an action item to provide a list of grandfathered codes by NPA that could affect wireless number portability.  As a result, working with the Thousands-Block Number Pooling Administrator, a list of potential grandfathered codes was developed.  In addition, NANPA used the Telcordia( LERG(Routing Guide information to identify where there were NPA-NXXs assigned to a rate center that was associated with another NPA .
  NANPA’s NPA Relief Planners then reviewed this information.

At the July 2003 NANC meeting, NANPA took an action item to post to the NANPA website by August 29, 2003, a list of grandfathered wireless central office codes.  NANPA completed this action and has posted a list of grandfathered codes to the NANPA website.  Prior to posting this list, NANPA circulated a list of potentially grandfathered NPA-NXX codes with the involved service providers for their review and input.  Based upon information received from these service providers, the list was updated accordingly.  

Location Routing Number (LRN) Survey

At the July 2003 NANC meeting, an issue involving the potential for assigning multiple Location Routing Numbers (LRNs) to a switch or point of interconnection (POI) was discussed.  Concern was expressed that such assignments may impact central office code demand and NPA exhaust.  As a result of NANC discussions, the NANC directed the Industry Numbering Committee (INC) to conduct a technical analysis of multiple LRNs for multiple tandems and provide alternatives to NANPA.  NANPA was then requested to review these technical alternatives and determine their number exhaust impacts.  As part of this process, NANPA was to convene a conference call of interested NANC members to discuss the assumptions that were going to be used in NANPA’s NPA exhaust analysis.

The INC met on two separate occasions to address the technical issues.  At its August 22, 2003 meeting, consensus was reached that due to the unique network circumstances of individual service providers and the difficulty for NANPA to even begin to recognize what network arrangements may result in multiple LRN assignments, a survey of the service provider industry was the best way to attempt to identify the potential impact of multiple LRN assignments to a single switch/POI on CO code demand.  As an alternative, the INC agreed that a survey of the service provider industry would be helpful in determine the magnitude of this issue.  

On September 1, 2003, the leadership of the INC, the LNPA WG, NANPA and the Pooling Administrator developed a survey as a method to gauge the potential impact of assigning multiple LRNs on central office code assignments. This survey was distributed to the industry, via NANPA distribution channels on September 8, 2003, and is available on the NANPA website (www.nanpa.com).  A copy was provided via email to the NANC and is included with this report.  Service Provider responses are due to NANPA by September 26, 2003.

As of September 22, 2003, NANPA had received over 175 surveys.  The vast majority of the responses (over 150) have indicated that no additional codes are needed for multiple LRN purposes.  The sum of those indicating that additional codes will be necessary totals approximately 108 CO codes spread over 40 NPAs.  Excluding two surveys where NANPA suspects that the respondent may have misunderstood the survey, the quantity of additional codes is reduced to nearly 70 codes.  Excluding the NPAs identified in these two surveys, the maximum number of additional codes needed for LRN purposes to serve multiple tandems in a single area code was four codes.

Other Administration Items

NRUF State Commission Review Sessions

NANPA will conduct an NRUF review session with interested state commissions on September 29, 2003.  The purpose of this session is to review the reports provided with the NRUF database that states receive from NANPA with each NRUF reporting cycle.  The session will take place from 3:00pm to 5:00pm ET.  

NANC Fund

In 2000, based upon direction provided by the NANC Chair, NANPA established a fund for offsetting the expenses associated with NARUC representatives attending NANC meetings.  This fund was originally created by the first NANC Chair and in 2000, the Chair requested that NANPA assume the responsibility of managing the fund.  Interested NANC members would periodically contribute to the fund.

Over the past few years, the fund has not been used since state NANC representatives have been paying their own expenses to attend NANC.  As of August 19, 2003, the fund balance is $4639.63.  

NANC direction is requested to determine what to do with the funds.

Location Routing Number (LRN) Survey

September 8, 2003

In an attempt to gauge the impact of LRN assignments on area code exhaust, the North American Numbering Plan Administrator (NANPA), working in conjunction with the North American Number Council (NANC), a federal advisory committee to the Federal Communications Commission (FCC), is soliciting the input of telecommunications service providers on their need for Location Routing Numbers (LRNs).

A LRN is a 10-digit number, in the format NPA-NXX-XXXX, that uniquely identifies a switch or point of interconnection (POI).  The NPA-NXX portion of the LRN is used to route calls to numbers that have been ported.  According to the Alliance for Telecommunications Industry Solutions (ATIS) Industry Numbering Committee’s (INC’s) Location Routing Number Assignment Practices, “a unique LRN may be assigned to every LNP equipped switch (and potentially to each CLLI listed in the LERG).  A service provider should select and assign one (1) LRN per LATA within their switch coverage area.  Any other LRN use would be for internal purposes.  Additional LRNs should not be used to identify US wireline rate centers.”

Recently, there have been a number of requests from service providers for the assignment of new NXX codes so they can establish multiple LRNs for a switch/POI.  For example, in large metropolitan areas where multiple tandems serve a single LATA, service providers have requested multiple LRNs in order to separately identify and route traffic from the different tandems to which their switch/POI interconnects (i.e., the switch/POI has a different LRN for each tandem in the LATA). Granting such requests for service providers that have only one NXX code in their switches/POIs, results in the opening of a new NXX code for each LRN assignment for each tandem, impacting the supply of central office codes available for assignment and area code exhaust.

The NANPA has been requested to determine the potential impact of multiple LRN assignments on area code exhaust.  Since the determination on whether additional LRNs and NXXs are necessary is based primarily upon an individual service provider’s network design and any unique circumstances with regard to its interconnection with serving tandems, this survey is requesting your assistance in estimating the demand for additional NXX codes needed for LRN purposes.
