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Summary of CO Code Activity

Central Office Code Assignments

In August 2004, NANPA assigned approximately 360 central office codes and processed nearly 40 returns.  This amount compares to an average assignment rate over the first seven months of the year of 250 codes per month.  Texas, New York and Pennsylvania appeared to have highest number of assignments in August.

CO Code Administration Transition to Sterling, VA

The transition of the Central Office Code Administration function from Concord, CA to Sterling, VA is complete.  All central office code administration is being performed in Sterling.  Along with this transition has been a change in the NANPA organization.  Beth Sprague has been promoted to Regional Director, Code Administration.  

NPA Relief Activity Status Report

Status of NPA Codes Exhausting Within 36 Months (attached report)

· In California NPA 310, there is a draft decision currently out for comment.  This decision proposes a geographic split the 310 NPA and the introduction of the 424 area code.  Permissive dialing would begin in May 2005, mandatory dialing in September 2005 and end of recorded announcement in January 2006.  An alternative proposal is to not split the 310 area code at this time but continue to pursue further conservation measures.  Some of these measures include setting criteria for six-month inventories, conducting another service provider utilization study before a split is implemented, explore ways for wireless to use fewer rate centers, getting paging numbers in the pools and exploring ways to recover stranded numbers.  Also proposed is alternative approach for forecasting the exhaust of the area code.

· West Virginia has ordered the Commission staff to prepare a petition within 60 days to be filed with the FCC to seek clarification of the Commission's authority to order mandatory pooling in all LNP capable rate centers.

· Permissive dialing of the 909/951 split started on July 17, 2004.

· NANPA has recently issued three Planning Letters:

· PL#338 – New 829 NPA in relief of the 809 NPA in the Dominican Republic

· PL#339 – Where to find the latest 909/951NXX code assignment information on the NANPA website (under CO Code Reports).

· PL#340 – Planned 10-digit dialing in NPA 613 (Ontario) and NPA 819 (Quebec) 

NPA Inventory 

(as of September 8, 2004)

There are 800 possible combinations in NXX format.

Of the 800, 119 are not assignable or set aside for special purposes.  These are N11 (8), codes set aside by INC for 88X expansion 880-7 and 889 (9), expansion codes N9X
 (80), blocks reserved by INC 37X and 96X (20) and 555 and 950 (2). 

Subtracting 119 from 800 leaves 681 assignable codes.

Of the 681 assignable codes, 366 are currently assigned.

Of the 366 assigned codes, 325 are in service.

Of the 325 codes in service, 315 are geographic and 10 are non-geographic:  456, 500, 600, 700, 710, 800, 877, 866, 888, 900.

Of the 366 assigned codes, 41 are awaiting implementation.  
Of the 681 assignable codes, 315 are currently unassigned.

Of the 315 unassigned codes, 49 are easily recognizable codes (ERCs) currently allocated for non-geographic use, and 266 are general purpose codes.

Of the 49 unassigned ERCs, 12 are reserved
, leaving 37 available.
Of the 266 general purpose codes, 163 are reserved
, leaving 103 available.

Status of Other NANP Resources

Feature Group D (FGD) Carrier Identification Codes (CICs)

· As of June 30, 2004, there were 2,388 existing FGD CIC assignments.  For the 1H04, a total of 72 FGD CICs were assigned (an average assignment rate of 12 codes per month) and 92 FGD CICs were reclaimed.
· As of June 30, 2004, 7,392 FGD CICs are available for assignment.  Using the 1H04 average monthly assignment rate, the projected exhaust for the FGD CIC resource is 616 months (51.3 years).   This exhaust projection is based on current existing circumstances – limit of 2 FGD CICs per “entity”.  Also, reclaimed/returned FGD CIC assignments are not factored into this exhaust projection.   

Feature Group B (FGB) Carrier Identification Codes (CICs)

· As of June 30, 2004, there were 808 existing FGB CIC assignments.  During 1H04, 3 FGB CICs were assigned and 16 FGB CICs were reclaimed

· There is no concern relating to the exhaust of the FG B CIC resource based on the current rate of assignment.  

555 Line Number Assignment Activity

· No new National or non-National 555 line numbers were assigned during the 1H04.

· As of June 30, 2004, existing assignments were:  7,455 National assignments and 333 Non-national assignments; 116 line numbers remain in “dispute” status, and 100 line numbers reserved for the entertainment/advertising industries (total assigned/unavailable for assignment 555 lines numbers = 8004).    

· 1,996 line numbers in the 555 resource were available for assignment as of June 30, 2004.

· This assignment trend in the 555 resource indicates no concern for exhaust of this resource.

· No reclamation activity regarding the 555 resource occurred in the 1H04, even though the majority of the assigned numbers are not in service.

500-NXX Activity

· As of June 30, 2004, there were 514 existing assignments in the 500-NXX resource.  

· During the 1H04, one (1) new 500-NXX code was assigned; 6 codes were reclaimed.

· 275 500 NXX codes are available for assignment.

900-NXX Activity

· As of June 30, 2004, there were 172 existing assignments in the 900-NXX resource.  

· During 1H04, there were no new 900-NXX assignments; 27 codes were reclaimed or returned. 

· 561 900 NXX codes are available for assignment

During 1H04, there were no assignments of 456 NXX codes (international inbound), 800-855 line numbers (hearing impaired services), ANI Information Digit Pairs or Vertical Service Codes.

New NANPA Enterprise Service

Customized Reports

NANPA plans to offer customized reports for publicly available NPA and central office code assignment data as an enterprise service.    Interested parties have inquired about NANPA providing this public data (or a subset of this data) directly to them via a customized report.  Today, NPA-NXX information is available on the NANPA website and is downloadable (e.g., ASCII, tab delimited, excel).

The NANPA Technical Requirements Document anticipated the need for additional reports.  Section 8.6 of the Requirements Document states the following:

The NANPA may also be requested to produce additional reports as needed.  The NANPA may create and provide data in different formats to accommodate requests to cull data and provide customized reports as enterprise services for a fee that is reasonable and based on its costs.  (See Section 11 for details on enterprise services).  Note that enterprise services shall be reviewed by the NANC and approved by the FCC, but, once approved, the NANPA shall be free to negotiate a reasonable price with requestors.

In order for NANPA to provide these customized reports, a new Enterprise Service is required.  Per the NANPA Technical Requirements Document, enterprise services are additional services that may be provided, for a specific fee, by the NANPA.  NANPA presently offers three enterprise services:  AOCN Administration, entry of paper submissions and testimony in state regulatory hearings.  The following operating principles apply to the provision of enterprise services:

· The fees associated with enterprise services shall be fair and reasonable.

· Enterprise service fees for the same service must be the same for all customers.

· Enterprise services must be performed without jeopardizing NANPA duties and responsibilities.

· Proprietary/confidential information provided to the NANPA shall be protected in the provision of any enterprise service.

· Fees associated with an enterprise service shall be collected by the NANPA or the designated billing and collection agent, depending on the NANC recommendation and FCC approval.

· Fees for enterprise services are independent of the price of this contract.

As stated in the Requirements Document and as quoted above, NANPA will negotiate a reasonable price with each requestor.  Pricing will depend upon report development time and effort, quality review, frequency, delivery mechanism, and other variables.

FCC Red Light Rule Impact on Assignment of Resources
At the direction of the FCC, NANPA has been assisting the FCC with regard to certain aspects of the Debt Collection Improvement Act of 1996.  These new rules include provisions requiring withholding action on applications and other requests for benefits when the entity applying for or seeking benefits is delinquent in non-tax debts owed the Commission, and to dismiss such applications or request if the delinquency is not resolved.  The rules specify how the agency will determine whether an entity has an outstanding delinquency, as well as the consequences of an outstanding delinquent debt.  

The new rules will impact number resource administration.  Specifically, NANPA is being directed to withhold assignment of numbering resources to an entity identified by the FCC as delinquent in their payments to the Commission.  The planned effective date for this process to begin is October 1, 2004.

The FCC is developing a list of entities delinquent in payments.  Entities are identified in this list by the entity’s Federal Registration Numbers (FRNs).  NANPA is comparing the FRNs with the FRNs reported via the NRUF reporting process.  This comparison permits the identification of the OCN(s) associated with the FRN.  NANPA will then withhold the assignment of numbering resources to the OCN.

The current plan is for the list of delinquent entities (i.e., FRNs) to be updated daily.  

Questions concerning an entity’s status with regard to debts and payment must be directed to the FCC.  NANPA will not have any information on these matters.  In compliance with the FCC's requirements for NANPA, NANPA will simply use the list of delinquent FRNs provided by the FCC and associated OCNs as part of the resource assignment decision process.

IMPORTANT NOTICE TO ENTITIES

DELINQUENT IN DEBT OWED TO THE FCC

Effective October 1, 2004, the Federal Communications Commission (FCC) will implement its new rules further implementing the Debt Collection Improvement Act of 1996 (DCIA). The new rules will have an impact on anyone doing business with the FCC who is delinquent in debt owed to the agency.

The new rule, found at 47 C.F.R. §1.1910 and commonly referred to as the “red light rule,” provides that anyone filing an application or seeking a benefit from the Commission or one of its components (including the Universal Service Administrative Corporation, the Telecommunications Relay Service, or the North American Numbering Plan Administrator) who is delinquent in debts owed to the Commission will be barred from receiving a license or other benefit until the delinquency has been resolved. Under this rule, when an application or request for benefit is filed, the FCC Registration Number (FRN) will be checked to determine if the entity or person is delinquent in debt owed to the Commission. Multiple FRNs associated with a Tax Payer Identification Number will be included in the red-light check; and if the TIN is found to have delinquent debt – your application will receive a red-light. Delinquent debtors will be notified and given 30 days to either pay the debt or make other satisfactory arrangements.  Failure to do so will result in dismissal of the application or request for benefits. All applications or other requests for benefits pending on or received after October 1, 2004, will be subject to the new rule.  

Additionally, the Commission has amended its fee rules consistent with the new red light rule.  Any Commission action taken prior to timely payment of these charges is contingent and subject to recission. In addition, all application fees must now be paid in full prior to a grant of the application. Under our past business practice, when an application fee was underpaid, the application was processed and the applicant was billed for the additional amount. However, starting on October 1, 2004, we will still bill for the additional application fees due, but will not complete processing of the application until full payment is received.

It is incumbent upon anyone owing debts to the Commission to pay their bills fully by the date specified on the bill for collection or statement. We encourage everyone doing business with the FCC to resolve any outstanding debts prior to October 1, 2004.
