Change Order #24 – NPAC Report for PA

Much discussion regarding Change Order #24.  Discussed NOWG recommendation and value of report.

If had to run report prior to being blocks being assigned there could be delays in the effective date of a block

Majority of problems are because Service providers continue to assign after donating blocks.

The PA has tracked the instances it has been made aware of and presented figures to the LNP working group and NANC.

It was noted by one participate that the problem is not as bad as it was in the past.

The guidelines where referenced to see if there were substantial words that told service providers of their obligations.  It was decided that the guidelines should be enhanced. 

Shannon Collins of NeuStar was asked about the NOWG idea of picking a NPA in each NPAC region to sample.  She thought that was a good idea and NeuStar would have to ask the FCC how to do that without a change order and bill accordingly.  There would be a cost to create and AD Hoc report and to get the report.  The FCC will go to the NBANC to recover costs.

The pooling administrator would discuss internally what NPA’s to pick and what criteria to use.

NPAC would need 1 – 2 weeks to create adhoc report then 24-hour turnaround.

The PA would dedicate a person to look at the reports.  Don’t think this would take them too long for 1 NPA per NPAC region.

NOWG enhance the CO #24 cover letter and sent to Bob Atkinson, the FCC and copy Shannon Collins.
